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Admission Policy

Wallace State Community College is an open admissions insti-
tution. All students who have earned a high school diploma

or GED are eligible for admission. In addition to an application
for admission, students are required to supply the College with
an official copy of their high school transcript or official copy of
their GED scores. Students transferring from another college
must submit an admissions application and an official copy of
their transcript(s) from each college they have attended; in
addition to their high school transcripts or GED scores if they
did not complete a baccalaureate degree. Transient students
must submit a transient letter from their home institution
stating the courses they will be allowed to take in addition to
an application for admission, Proof of ID, and Residency Form.

Graduates from a non-accredited high school with a diploma
demonstrating successful completion of a course of study on
the secondary level based upon the Carnegie units required by
the state education agency at the time of the award (currently
24) are eligible for admission. If the above requirements are
not met, the student must take a GED test.

Special requirements may apply to International Students
seeking admission. International students must submit official
transcripts, an 1-20 Form, TOEFL scores, declaration of respon-
sibility statement, proof of insurance, and all appropriate ad-
missions forms. Further information is available in the college
catalog.

tenth grade, have the required GPA, and are recommended by
the local principal may enroll at Wallace State only in postsec-
ondary courses for which high school prerequisites have been
completed. Exceptions may apply for students documented
as “gifted and talented” according to the standards included in
the State Plan for Exceptional Children and Youth.

The Dual Enrollment/Dual Credit High School program allows
eligible high school students to enroll in college classes concur-
rently with high school classes, either on the college campus
or at the high school, and receive both high school and college
credit.

Proof of identification: According to State Board Policy
801.01, for admission to an Alabama Community College
System institution, all new students as of Spring 2009 se-
mester must have on file in Admissions either; (1) one pri-
mary form of photo documentation, such as an unexpired
Driver’s License, or (2) two secondary forms of documenta-
tion, acceptable alternate photo ID.

WHAT ARE FLEX TERMS & OPEN LEARNING CLASSES?

Flex Terms, formerly Mini Terms, are offered each semester to allow students 1) the opportunity to complete
courses in less time than a regular full term and 2) to start or add classes at multiple points in the semester.
Students wishing to accelerate completion of their degree might choose, for example, to complete ENG 101
during Flex Term | and ENG 102 during Flex Term Il, so that both classes are done in one semester. Be sure to
talk to your advisor if you have questions about scheduling.

"Open Learning” classes refer to online classes that begin after Drop and Add ends. They start after Flex Term
| and full-semester courses and before Flex Term Il classes. However, even though the start date is flexible,
the assignments, tests, and other assessments are all due by the end of the regular semester. Therefore, these
courses are for highly-motivated students that can complete assignments successfully with less time.
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Withdrawal Policy

Withdrawal from a Course During
Registration and Drop/Add Period

A student may drop a course either in
person or on their MyWallaceState ac-
count during registration until the drop/
add period ends. If dropping in person,
a form is available at Lion Central located
in the Bailey Center Lobby. The formis
completed and the drop will be complet-
ed by Admission personnel. The student
can view the drop when processed on
their MyWallaceState account. The class
and the charges will be removed from
the student’s records if dropped before
classes begin.

Withdrawal from a Course After Regis-
tration and Drop/Add Period Ends

Once the drop/add period is over the
student may withdraw from a course and
will receive the grade of W in the course.

The W will be posted on the official
transcript and will not be used in com-
puting the GPA. (The W will be used in
calculating attempted hours for Satisfac-
tory Academic Progress (SAP) to receive
Financial Aid.) The last date to withdraw
from a course for the term is published
in the current course schedule. Students
can withdraw from a course via their
MyWallaceState account on in person at
Lion Central located in the Bailey Center
Lobby. Students who receive financial
aid are advised to meet with the college
financial aid department to determine
impact on SAP.

Withdrawal from the College

A student may withdraw from the insti-
tution up to the deadline published in
the course schedule. Withdrawing from
all classes constitutes a withdrawal from

the college. Once the drop/add period

is over the student may withdraw from a
course or all course and will receive the
grade of W in each course in which they
withdraw. The W will be posted on the
official transcript and will not be used in
computing the overall GPA.

Students receiving financial aid should read the following information carefully:

Dropping a course prior to January 15, 2020, will result in

a recalculation of a student’s federal financial aid which
includes Pell Grants, Direct Loans, and SEOG Funds. This re-
calculation could affect the amount of the financial aid award
and may result in a balance owed to the college.

Dropping all classes prior to March 18, 2020, will result in

a recalculation of federal financial aid which includes Pell
Grants, Direct Loans, and SEOG Funds. This recalculation will
be based on the number of days the student attended the
class prior to dropping all classes. A student will likely owe a
portion of financial aid back to Wallace state and/or the US
Department of Education if all classes are dropped prior to
March 18, 2020 or if the student quits attending classes prior
to March 18, 2020.

APPLY EARLY — Students applying for financial aid should ap-
ply at least two (2) months before the next semester begins.
Applying early will help ensure a timely response to federal
guidelines and will allow for any unforeseen problems/sit-
uations that might occur. Applying early will also help the
student avoid potential long lines or waits.

BOOKSTORE CHARGES

If Pell Awards exceed the amount of tuition and fees owed,
students may charge books and supplies on their Pell ac-
counts at the WSCC Bookstore. These accounts will be open
for charges Wednesday, December 18, 2019.

DISTANCE EDUCATION students are responsible for logging

in and meeting orientation requirements for all Blackboard,

Internet, and video classes. Pell funds will not be distributed
until attendance is verified.

BALANCE CHECKS

Per federal guidelines, attendance must be verified before
balance checks can be mailed. PLEASE NOTE: Students in
DISTANCE EDUCATION courses are responsible for logging
in and meeting orientation requirements for all online and
video classes.

Pell Grant and Loan balance checks for students whose atten-
dance has been verified by January 13, with no holds on their
accounts, will begin mailing Friday, January 17, 2020.

If you are registered for a class (or classes) that begin during
the late registration period, from January 13-15, your balance
check for those classes is expected to be mailed within 14
days of attendance verification. If you are enrolled in any
classes that begin later than January 17, 2020, your balance
check for those classes will be mailed at a later date, general-
ly within two weeks of attendance verification.

NOTE: Disbursement of funds to student accounts takes
place by class, so that your total award is allocated pro-
porionally for each class as it is attended and verified. You
must attend a class prior to any funds being mailed for that
particular class. Depending on how many classes you have at-
tended and had verified by January 13, for example, you may

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receive your balance check in one lump sum, which is often

the case, or in more than one payment, reflecting the propor-
tion of classes attended and verified. Students can view funds
as they are accrued in their MyWallaceState student account.

Withdrawal from all classes after receiving balance checks
will result in Pell overpayment and future Pell payments for
WSCC or any other college will cease until the overpayment
is repaid.

Classes with No Attendance Verification: Students utilizing
federal financial aid who do not show attendance for one or
more classes may have registration removed from the classes
lacking attendance verification. Students will need instructor
permission to re-enroll in classes that were removed for no
attendance verification.

INSTITUTIONAL SCHOLARSHIP recipients must complete
a 2019-2020 FAFSA prior to enrollment being completed.
Scholarships cannot be added to the student account until
the FAFSA is received.

REMEMBER

Students must re-file for Pell Grants for every academic year
(Fall = Summer). The Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA) is available online at www.fafsa.gov . Students apply-
ing for 2019-2020 (fall 2019, spring 2020, summer 2020) Pell
Grants must complete the forms with 2017 tax data. It is the
student’s responsibility to provide any additional information
requested by the Financial Aid Office. The Grant cannot be
awarded until the student’s file is complete

**Priority Deadline for spring 2020 Financial Aid is November
1, 2019.

Completed Financial Aid paperwork must be submitted to the
Financial Aid Office and Admission requirements (ID, residen-
cy, transcripts, etc.) by the deadline of November 1, 2019 in
order for funds to be available for spring semester 2020. Visit
http://www.wallacestate.edu/finaid.html.

A Number: The A Number is
the Student Number assigned
to each student who applies

to Wallace State Community
College (as of July 1, 2019). See
Student Number.

ACCUPLACER: ACCUPLACER is
the assessment test for students
to determine placement in math
and English classes. Students
with ACT scores of 20 or above
or SAT scores of 470 or above

in math and English in the last
three years are not required to
take the placement exam, as well
as students who have taken the
ASSET or COMPASS test within
the last three years.

Adjunct: An adjunct is a part-
time instructor, usually teaching
evening courses.

Attendance Verification (AV): At-
tendance Verification is required
of students for each class they
take each semester to maintain
their schedule. It is also required
of students receiving financial
aid in order for the distribution
of balance checks. Students can
track their Attendance Verifica-
tion through their myWallaceS-
tate account under the Student
tab.

B

Blackboard: Blackboard is the
application through which stu-
dents and instructors communi-
cate. Instructors make assign-
ments and students submit

assignments through Blackboard.

It also provides announcements
to students, faculty and staff;

a calendar, address book, and
other tools for students to use to
stay on track.

C

Convocation: Is the meeting of
Wallace State faculty and staff
prior to the start of a semester.

Co-requisite: Usually associated
with English or mathematics
courses that allow students to
enroll in two courses during the
same semester, one a develop-
mental course and the other the
next-level course in that subject.

CRN: Stands for course reference
number. Each class is given a

Days: The schedule uses abbrevi-
ations to indicate the days of the
week classes are offered.

DegreeWorks: The online
source through myWallaceState
that helps students track their
progress and provide guidance
for courses to take that fit within
their degree plan.

Disbursement: Disbursement is
the delivery of funds remaining
in student financial aid accounts
after tuition and fees, books,
etc., have been removed. The
money is delivered by check and
usually sent out two weeks after
classes begin and attendance is
verified.

Dual Enrollment: Dual enroll-
ment allows

high school students in grades
11-12 to earn high school and
college credit at the same time,
advancing their college degree
by up to two years.

F

Faculty Duty Day: Days set aside
for Faculty to complete profes-
sional development or tasks as-
sociated with their programs. No
classes are held on these days.

Fast Track: Fast Track is a joint
partnership between Wallace
State and local school systems
which allow high school juniors
and seniors the opportunity to
complete up to two years of
college coursework before high
school graduation. All course-
work is taken on Wallace Sate’s
campus, but students are still
able to return to their local high
school to participate in extracur-
ricular activities.

FAFSA: FAFSA is the acronym for
the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid, which all Wallace
State students seeking any type
of financial assistance or schol-
arships must complete. Students
should complete the FAFSA at

least two (2) months before the
next semester begins.

Flex Term: Flex Terms, formerly
mini terms, are offered each
semester, condensing a regular
term course into a shorter time
period, often half a semester.
Dates for each term are listed
in the Schedule. A number of
courses in a variety of subjects
are offered during each Flex
Term.

Flipped Class: A Flipped Class
lets students do homework in
class, and everything else online.

G

GPA: GPA is your Grade Point
Average and is determined by
averaging the grades received,
and is computed by multiplying
the quality points earned by the
credit value of each course and
dividing the total quality points
earned by the total credit hours
attempted. A student’s GPA is
calculated for each semester and
cumulatively for the student’s
college career.

Hybrid Class: Hybrid classes are
those that are taught mainly on-
line, with occasional on-campus
visits for tests or labs, with the
number of visits at the instruc-
tor’s discretion.

Kaltura: An online resource for
students to watch lectures re-
corded by instructors; for use in
hybrid and online courses or as
reference in traditional courses if
used by those instructors.

tate is the portal students use
to apply for admission, register,
keep track of their schedule,
grades and transcripts, pay tui-
tion, view the course schedules,
the college catalog and more.

Navigate Wallace State: Online
tool customized to help students
plan ahead and manage their
college experience, including
reminders of important dates to
remember.

Online Class: An online class is
one in which all lectures, assign-
ments, and exams are conducted
by computer. Students can watch
lectures through Tegrity, and as-
signments and exams are usually
delivered through Blackboard.
Most online courses require
Respondus testing. Online math
classes also have a final exam
requirement which is scheduled
on campus. Students with special
circumstances may be approved
for a proctored exam at an alter-
nate location. In such situations,
the student is responsible for se-
curing an approved proctor with
approval from the instructor at a
certified testing center, college,
or university at least two weeks
prior to the scheduled exam
date. Online classes are desig-
nated in the course schedules
under a separate online heading
for each subject.

P

Pathways: Pathways includes
four meta-majors — Applied
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Glossary of Terms

Technologies, Health Science,
Liberal Arts/General Studies,

and STEM (Science, Technology,
Engineering, Math). Students can
choose one of the four meta-ma-
jors that best meet their general
interest, before choosing a major
within one of those meta-ma-
jors.

Payment Plan: A payment

plan offered to Wallace State
students, allowing them to break
up their tuition into two, three
or four payments, depending on
when they enroll in the plan. The
earliest deadline each semester
requires no down payment, and
an enrollment fee of $30, and
splits tuition into four payments.
The next deadline requires a 25%
down payment, an enrollment
fee of $35, and breaks tuition
into three payments. The final
deadline requires a 50% down
payment, a $40 enrollment fee,
and breaks the tuition into two
payments.

Pell Grant: Pell Grant is a form
of federal financial aid that does
not require repayment as long
as the student remains enrolled
each semester; awarded based
on need.

PLA: PLA or Prior Learning As-
sessment measures the value of
professional/career experience

that can be applied as college
credit.

Priority Registration: A schedule
for registering in which students
are given priority for early reg-
istration based on the accumu-
lated credit hours completed at
Wallace State

Professional Development Day:
Days set aside for faculty and
staff to earn Professional Devel-
opment points. No classes are
held these days.

Pre-requisite: A pre-requisite is
a course, assessment test score
or ACT score required to enter or
advance in a course.

Lockdown Browser will not
allow the student to open any
other applications while taking
the test. If other applications
are open at the time the browser
is opened, the student will be
forced to close them before
moving forward.

Respondus Monitor is a proc-

toring service that requires a
webcam in order to take a test.
Please note that some online
courses (i.e. Math and Business)
will use Proctor U instead of
Respondus Lockdown Browser
to monitor online test taking.
Students will need a webcam for
Proctor U to record while testing.

Please contact your instructor for
more details.

Your Wallace ID is the Wallace State student email address you are as-
signed when you register for classes for the first time. This ID is used
to access your Wallace State email account and Blackboard, which

communicate with your teachers and classmates, etc., and Kaltura, to
watch videos instructors provide of lectures, etc.

ID and set their password and security questions. After your Wallace
